Snapshot of Pre-Service Strategy

» Provide small H

» Partner with SREB’s counselor training initiative in order
to access flexible curriculum with a statewide license.

» In 2013-2014, trained 81 high school counselors to be
college counseling experts.

» Each counselor had to be nominated by a community
leader and each received a “scholarship” to participate
in course.

» Training consisted to 60-hour, 8-month, hybrid
course taught by expert instructors. Counselors
received significant continuing-education hours and an
endorsement from MCAN.

» In 2014-2015, MCAN will train an additional 150 school
counselors.
